4) If poor drainage conditions exist, provide positive 
sub-surface drainage away from planting excavation.
5) All trees will have a 1.82m diameter emitter loop 
per tree.
6) 12.5mm plastic emitter line to be installed 50mm 
below surface of growing medium.  12.5mm plastic 
emitter line to be pegged a minimum of every 1.5m 
using 200mm wire stakes or equivalent.

Remove burlap & rope or wire 
basket from top 1/3 of rootball.
